Removes technical changes; expands who a program participant may request to use their 
program address to include persons; adds ability for program participants to shield real 
property records for any property they acquire an ownership interest in while participating in 
the program; prohibits town clerks and other relevant municipal departments to disclose the 
property records, with exceptions; creates process for title examinations for shielded records; 
establishes FOIA exemption for shielded property records.
