AN ACT AUTHORIZING BONDS OF THE STATE FOR THE 
RESTORATION AND RENOVATION OF THE PINNEY HOUSE IN THE

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

one million dollars, the proceeds of which shall be used by the 4

of providing a grant-in-aid to the town of Ellington, or a nonprofit 6 

organization designated by said town, for the restoration and 7 

renovation of the Pinney House located at 82 Pinney Street in said town. 8
