Potential Savings 

The amendment prohibits the mailing or delivering of unsolicited 

absentee ballot applications and results in minimal potential savings to 

various municipalities. The exact savings, if any, will vary by town and 

depend on the number of unsolicited applications that would have been 

distributed if not for the amendment.
