The amendment eliminates same-day voter registration,! resulting in
savings to the Secretary of the State (SOTS) and all municipalities
beginning in FY 27. The savings to SOTS and municipalities is associated
with reduced labor and material costs. The exact savings will vary by
year, depending on the elections held and the resources currently

needed to support same-day registration.
